Growing believers are encouraged to:

e Take off a life tailored by the world system (Eph. 4:17-19;
22; Colossians 3:8; 1 John 2:15-17).

o A life sown together by: Godless living (review
Ephesians 4:1-2)

o A life which does not resemble Jesus Christ

e Puton the life fashioned after Jesus Christ (Eph. 4:20-21; 23-
24; Romans 12:1-2; Colossians 3:9-14).

o Christ followers are encouraged to clothe themselves
with spiritual attire which reflects Jesus Christ
= Wear the basic garment of love
= Know Christ’s designer label: unity

=  Accessorize with tenderheartedness, mercy,
kindness, gentleness, and making allowances for
others faults
